Set in the Roaring Twenties, The Wild Party tells the story of one crazy evening in the Manhattan
apartment shared by Queenie and Burrs, a vaudeville dancer and a vaudeville clown. In a relationship
marked by vicious recklessness (mirroring the era in which they live), they decide to throw the Party
to End All Parties!

The cast of The Wild Party includes Erica Vlahinos, Keith Rabin Jr., and Chicago College of
Performing Arts students Liz Bollar, Aaron Conklin, and Cameron Turner. Also starring are Amy
Osatinski, Benjy Schirm, Chris Trimboli, Erica Tristler, Ryan Witt, and a talented cast from the Denver
metropolitan area.

The Wild Party is directed and choreographed by Gravity Defied Theatre’s Danny Harrigan, with
music direction by Nicholas Roseth and Ron Troester.

The Wild Party won the Outer Critics Circle Award for best Off-Broadway musical of the season and

Lippa won the 2000 Drama Desk Award for best music. The show was nominated for 13 Drama Desk
